REPORTS
Last month I requested that certain information be submitted to me.  Please check last months briefing.  To date no one has responded.  Rocky Mountain Region again has requested this information.  A few of the squadrons have not yet submitted their annual safety survey, they were due in October.  Remember that all injuries, accidents and incidents must be reported to me within 48 hours.

AVIATION SAFETY PROGRAM
The Aviation Safety Program developed by the Federal Aviation Administration publishes many safety related pamphlets.  These pamphlets are all related to aviation safety and are available to all members.  They can be obtained from the Salt Lake or Boise office of the FAA or I have several on hand.  These pamphlets make excellent safety briefings and could be a part of your local pilot proficiency programs.
While in Salt Lake I picked up a few that caught my eye and have several available for the squadrons.  FAA P 8740-03, “Time in your Tanks” broaches on the subject of how much fuel is in your tanks and how long will it last.  The information in the pamphlet is not new to us, or at least it should not be new to us.  We get so use to turning the fuel tanks on both that when we have to monitor the fuel in each tank we forget how to do it.  

1. Maintain accurate flight time, power settings and refueling records.

2. Be conservative.  Figure your engine start up to shut down.

3. Fuel consumption rates can be computed after a few flights under similar operating conditions.

4. Know the amount of usable fuel in each aircraft.

5. Never exceed your safe flight time.  

6. Plan to land with at least 45 minutes of fuel in your tanks.

Make sure you use the proper grade of fuel, lean the engine according to the POH, visually check your tanks and remember that fuel gauges are subject to malfunctions.  The figures in your POH were developed by the manufactures data and were flown by professional pilots.  Our planes are not new, and we are not professional test pilots.  Gather your own data, calculate your own fuel usage and be conservative.  As CAP pilots we do not have an envelope to push but we do have a mission to complete safely.
Aviation Safety Counselor (ASC)

We are in need of an ASC in the eastern part of Idaho.  I am looking for someone to help me in this.  An ASC helps the local FSDO put on safety meetings at various airports and counsel individuals in need or in violation of FAA regulations.  They are not enforcers in any manner and they work with The FAA on these matters.  Any one interested in becoming an ASC please contact me for more information.
