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The farther into our exercise season we go the more obvious conditions that could lead to an incident or accident are occurring.  Some examples are:





TAXIING TO FAST.  I do not see this with CAP pilots too much, usually with outside pilots but they can affect our operations also.  Just be aware of the problem.


NOT KNOWING WHERE YOU ARE GOING.  Be sure you know where you are, where you are going and how to get there.


NOT USING YOUR CHECKLISTS.  This is self explanatory.


TALKING ON CELL PHONES.  This is becoming more and more prevalent.  Cell phones should be turned off while in the aircraft.  They are very distracting in all phases of your flight, from taxiing to and coming back.  It takes away from your situational awareness.





All the aircraft I have checked at the exercises have looked good for the most part.  Some of the placards need to be replaced, or reglued to console.  A few  have outdated forms regulations in it and some had the wrong dates on the cover sheet.  Please have the maintenance person or whoever has the responsibility for taking care of records keep the book up to date.  It should in the correct order according to the table of contents in the front of it.





There is some confusion as to who may serve as a Mission Safety Officer.  The Mission SE must have a current 101 card with Mission Safety Officer checked accordingly.  To do this there is a task list for Mission SE.  It can be found under the ES curriculum.  All mission IC’s should make sure that the person acting as your SE has the appropriate 101 card.  Any one interested in becoming a Mission SE can contact me and I will get the correct info to you.





With the Compliance Inspection coming in August I need to update my records and reports for all squadrons.  I am lacking reports for the Burley squadron, Idaho Falls squadron, Clearwater squadron and the Boise squadron.





Please brief your squadrons on any information from the SENTINAL you think is appropriate.
